What You should know if an event occurs.

Accident declaration should be completed in these cases:

· where there are no killed or injured persons;

· where there is no other damaged property or its owner is present;

· where You agree on fault.

Where 2 and more vehicles are involved in the accident, separate forms of declarations should be completed for an each accident victim. The responsible for a traffic accident and the victim should be specified in each form of the declaration as well as the number and type of the vehicles collided should be indicated in the diagram. 
The police should be called:
· where persons were killed or injured in the accident;

· where a property was damaged and its owner in not present on the site of accident (as for e.g., a fence, traffic-light, etc.);

· where at least one of the accident parties is under the influence of alcohol or narcotic substances;

· where You disagree on fault.

You caused an accident and hold a drivers‘ civil liability insurance 
You need to notify a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator within a term specified in the contract. You will be asked to submit the following main documents:
· driver‘s licence;

· registration certificate and roadworthiness certificate of the vehicle;

· completed accident declaration or a police document evidencing the insured event.

You caused and accident and hold a comprehensive (Casco) insurance
You need to notify a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator within a term of 3 business days from the traffic accident. You will be asked to submit the following main documents:

· driver‘s licence;

· registration certificate and roadworthiness certificate of the vehicle;

· completed accident declaration or a police document evidencing the insured event.

Where You are unable to driver the vehicle after the accident, call technical assistance. 
Do not repair the vehicle prior to receipt of an approval on adequacy of the estimate from a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator or an expert of the insurance company. 

You were affected by a client insured in another insurance company 
You need to notify a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator within a term of 3 business days from the traffic accident. You will be asked to submit the following main documents:

· driver‘s licence;

· registration certificate and roadworthiness certificate of the vehicle;

· completed accident declaration or a police document evidencing the insured event.
Do not repair the vehicle prior to receipt of an approval on adequacy of the estimate from a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator or an expert of the insurance company.


You were affected by a person not holding a civil liability insurance 
You need to notify a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator within a term of 3 business days from the traffic accident. You will be asked to submit the following main documents:

· driver‘s licence;

· registration certificate and roadworthiness certificate of the vehicle;

· completed accident declaration or a police document evidencing the insured event.
Do not repair the vehicle prior to receipt of an approval on adequacy of the estimate from a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator or an expert of the insurance company.
Where the person responsible for the traffic accident is not insured, any losses caused by such person are indemnified by the Motor Insurers‘ Bureau of the Republic of Lithuania. 
What to do if a traffic accident occurs abrod?
General information on what to do if a traffic accident occurred abroad:

· take all possible measures in order to reduce the accident: if necessary, provide first medical aid, ensure that fire does not spread, etc.;

· inform the police about the accident;

· where the police indicates that it would not go to the site of the accident, complete the accident declaration.

Important:

· do not sign any additional documents in the course of the accident, if You do not understand their content.

· You may complete a Lithuanian declaration or any declaration issued by any EU Member State. Where You complete the declaration of another EUR Member State, You are adviced to have a Lithuanian declaration with You, this way it will be easier to complete the international one.  
· write down information of another traffic accident participant (vehicle make, model, registered number, insurance company information, policy number and series).

· where possible, take a photo of the traffic accident site and of any damaged vehicles.

You are the person responsible for the accident and hold a drivers‘ civil liability insurance 
You need to notify a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator within a term specified in the contract. You will be asked to submit the following main documents:
· driver‘s licence;

· registration certificate and roadworthiness certificate of the vehicle;

· completed accident declaration or a police document evidencing the insured event.

You were affected by a client insured with a foreign insurance company 
You need to notify a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator within a term of 3 business days from the traffic accident. You will be asked to submit the following main documents:

· driver‘s licence;

· registration certificate and roadworthiness certificate of the vehicle;

· completed accident declaration or a police document evidencing the insured event;

· information on the insurance company of the person responsible for the accident (name of the insurance company, policy number and series);

· make, model and registered number of the vehicle of the person responsible for the traffic accident.
You were affected by a foreign citizen not holding a civil liability insurance 
You need to notify a specialist of the compensation unit of UADBB Legator within a term of 3 business days from the traffic accident.
